Section  202:  Definitions

#42  Home Occupations

Individuals proposing a Home Occupation shall present their concept to

the Planning Board which will determine whether the Home Occupation will

be allowed and whether a Site Plan review will be required.  The Planning Board will consider each application on an individual basis and evaluate how the proposed use will 

conform to the Zoning Law and to the Comprehensive Plan.  Home Occupations are defined as businesses where the owner resides on the property and where the activities of the business are conducted inside the residence, a legally constructed accessory building, or at off-site locations.  The following items or activities must not be left or performed outdoors on the property:

1. Any item for sale, to be serviced or awaiting pick-up by a customer.

2. No service activity performed or process equipment used.

3. No raw material used in the production of a finished product.

The following items may be used outdoors on the property:
1. Signs  which advertise the business, not to exceed 6 sq. ft. in  size.

2. Display of licenses required by New York State.

3. Licensed motor vehicles used for the business.

4. mobile machinery used in the business.

The Planning Board will also consider any adverse effect the Home Occupation could potentially have on the value of neighboring properties, resulting from increased noise, odor, lighting, traffic and the degree to which these factors are mitigated by distances, screening and on-site parking.

Subsection 301-12:  C-1 Permitted Uses

Section 402:   Additional Area Requirements

A.              Lots of Less Than Required Dimensions:

2. Any lot which is part of a subdivision in an RE or AG zone and where the lot will be a gift to a parent, son, daughter or grandchild of the owner of the lot may be reduced from the minimum lot size to a minimum of one acre with a minimum lot width of 150 feet, subject to review by the Planning Board.

Section 404:   Accessory Buildings

B.     Height

1. The maximum height of an accessory building located in R-1, R-2 or R-E Districts shall not be more than 25 feet.  The maximum height of a accessory building located in L-1 or L-2 Districts shall not be more than 20 feet.  Agricultural, commercial and industrial uses shall not be subject to this provision.

Section 803:   Nonconforming Structures

C.      Changes
A nonconforming building may not be changed except to a conforming use.  When so changed, a nonconforming use may not be resumed.  The only exception to this provision is in the case of a single mobile home or manufactured home on a single lot.  In this case, the existing home may be removed and replace by a  new manufactured home.
Section 1002: Building Permits.

C         Any single storage building, less than 144 sq. feet in size, in an R-1, R-2,R-E,                 

L-1, L-2 or Ag District is exempt from the Building Permit requirements.
